tremes. For thousands of
years, many people from
diverse ethnic  back-
grounds have carved a

- lifestyle out of its steep
terraces and barren plateaus. Excellent
habitats for a wide variety of plants and
animals reflect the land’s ecologica!
diversity. In the upper, more remote
valleys, some of the last remaining snow
leopards and blue sheep are found. In the
lower zones, many of Nepal's native plants
thrive, including over 100 varieties of
orchids and some of the largest rhododen-
dron forests in the world.

Trekking tourism has upset the delicate
ecological balance between land and life in
the Himalaya. Tourists demand more
than the area can provide, compounding
the pre-existing problems of a growing
local population. The Annapurna’s natural
resources have been stressed to their limit
and the area is on the verge of crisis.

THE PROBLEMS

Fact : 96% of Nepal's energy comes from
forests. Current figures show that
these forests are disappearing at a
rate of 3% per year.

Fact : One hectare of cleared forest loses
30-75 tons of soil annually. In Nepal,
approximately 400,000 hectares are
cleared each year, resulting in
devastating landslides and floods.

Fact : The lodgesinone small village along
the major Annapurna trekking
route consume one hectare of virgin
rhododendron forest per year to
service the needs of trekkers.

Fact : Only twenty cents out of the three
dollars spent by the average trekker
per day contributes to local village
economies. The rest is spent on
imported goods and services from
Pokhara, Kathmandu or the trek-
ker's home countries.

The 17% annual increase in trekking
tourism has led to the clearing of vast
tracks of forested land to meet the cooking,
heating and lodging needs of international
visitors. Traditional methods of grazing
and cultivation aggravate the effects of
local deforestation, accelerating natural
erosion to devastating proportions. The
temporary wealth generated from tourism
is often spent on more hotels and larger
herds of livestock, hastening the
downward spiral of ecological degradation.

Litter and sanitation problems have also
reached alarming levels. Trekkers bring
many non-biodegradable items that end
up in scattered piles on the outskirts of
villages or strewn along the banks or

sources. The threat to humans and
wildlife is great, not to mention the gross
unsightliness of it all.

A NEW APPROACH

The Annapurna Conservation Area
Project (ACAP) is an innovative new plan
to protect this remarkable area. A new
concept in protected areas management,
the conservation area practices multiple
land use method of resource management
to combine environmental protection
with sustainable community development.
Traditional subsistence activities are
woven into a framework of sound
resource management, supplemented by
small scale conservation and alternative
energy projects to minimize the impact of
tourists and upgrade the local standard of
living.

ACAP has a grassroots philosophy and
involves local people in aﬁ aspects of the
conservation and development process.




By empowering local people with appro-
priate skills, knowledge, technical and
financial assistance, ACAP helps the
villagers to improve their quality of life
now and for the future. Recognizing that
environmental and social problems are
inseparable, ACAP strives to strengthen
the cultural integrity of the area as well.
The heart of the program is conservation
education. ACAP believes that without
increasing the level of awareness of BOTH
villagers and visitors, lasting environ-
mental protection and cultural diversity
cannot be achieved.

The Annapurna Conservation Area is
Nepal's newest protected area, covering
about 7000 Sq. km . in central Nepal.
Because of its great size, ACAP will be
implemented in two stages, initially
concentrating on  areas where the
problems are the most severe. The first
regional headquarters was established in
December 1986 in Ghandruk, a highly
impacted village on the way to the
Annapurna Sanctuary. Four others are
planned for Sikles, Bhujung, Manang and
Jomsom to administrate activities inthese
areas. The Annapurna Regional Museum
and Information Centre, located at the
Prithvi Narayan Campus at Bagar in
Pokhara, is open daily from 10-5 with
visitor, information on natural history,
trail descriptions and ACAP’s activities.

*CONSERVE FIREWOOD. Be self-
sufficient in your fuel supply and make
sure your trekking staff uses kerosene
and has enough warm clothing. Make no
open fires. Limit hot showers. If possible,
stay at lodges that use kerosene or fuel
efficient wood stoves and space heaters.
Kerosene is available in Chhomrong

village near the Annapurna Sanctuary.

*STOP POLLUTION. Dispose of all trash
properly: Paper products, cigarette butts,
toilet paper, food scraps etc. should be
burned or buried. Bottles, plastics and|
other non-biodegradable items shouldbe
packed out or deposited in rubbish pits if
available. Use toilet facilities provided --
if none exist, make sure you are 20
metres from any water source and carry

a small shovel to bury wastes. Don’t use,

soap or shampoo in any stream or hot

spring. Supervise trekking staff to make'!"!!C Al

sure they cover toilet pits and dispose of
garbage properly.

*BE A GUEST. Do not aamage, disturb or
remove any plants, animals, animal
products or religious artifacts. Respect
Nepali customs in your dress and
behaviour -- women should not wear
shorts or revealing blouses and men
should always wear a shirt. Avoid
outward displays of physical affection.
Ask permission to take photos and
respect people’sright to privacy. Begging
is a negative interaction that was started
by well-meaning tourists--please do not
give ANYTHING to beggars. Don’t
barter for food and lodging--many areas
have lodge management committees
that have set standard rates to ensure a
more equal return for their efforts.

Encourage young Nepalis to be proud of
their culture.

Above all, remember that your vacation
has a great impact on the natural
environment and people who live off its
resources. By assisting in these small
ways, you will help the land and people of
Nepal enormously.
