Works may be conceived of
as ephemeral events, as permanent
installations, as prototypes for permanent
works (executed in semi-permanent
materials) or participatory works.

PRIORITY

Water has always been a critical
resource for man, for his basic needs, as
well as beauty ond recreation. With
critical water shortages predicted by the
year 2000, water resources will have to be
more tightly controlled. New technologies
make this objective feasible. Therefore,
PRIORITY WILL BE GIVEN TO WATER
SCULPTURES THAT ARE DESIGNED TO
CONSERVE WATER, AS WELL AS CREATE
WORKS OF ART.

An International Jury including Henry
Hopkins, Director, San Francisco Museum
of Modemn Art, Califomia; Dr. ELL. de
Wilde, Director Stedelijk Museum,
Eindhoven, The Netherlands; John Bullard,
Director, New Orleans Museum of Art,
Louisiana; Professor Otto Piene, Director,

Center for Advanced Visual Studies, M.L.T.,

Massachusetts; and a representative from
the Orient will make the pre-final and
final selections.

APPLICATION & SELECTION PROCEDURES

A. Stage One

1. Each country will be asked to
suggest the names of two or three
sculptors to represent their nation.

2. Individual artists, galleries, dealers,
museums, universities and art
schools also will be asked for
submissions, and art publlconons will
carry announcements.

3. Submit a resumé and other pertinent
materials with ten slides of EXISTING
work. It is not necessary that the
existing work make use of water; the
Jury will recognize the artist’s
potential fo combine water with the
medium indicated.

4. All slides should be duplicates, they
will not be returned.

5. Slides should be sent in plastic slide
sheets. (These sheets are available in
most retail photography supply
stores.)

6. Each slide should be clearly labeled
with the following information:

a. Artist's name /
b. Title of work

c. Medium

d. Date of completion

e. Size of work

7. The Jury will select approximately 25
artists as pre-finalists for the actual
design competition.
