concepts recently adopted among a number of young artists.

The exhibition encompasses what is included within the term Conceptual

Art, from Ecology (represented by the piece by Yitzhak Danziger), through
actual conceptual attitudes (Benni Efrat , Joshua Neustein, Moshe Gershuni),
to Information (Yossi Mar-Chaim), It is displayed in fact as a complex of
information recently put forth in Israel on the "Jerusalem River Project”
and "Settlement Experiments" by Avital Geva, of pieces planned for the
exhibition and of information per se ,addressingthe visitor and involving

him directly in this approach to life.

The exhibition does not seek merely to show that there are artists in Israel who
work in concepts now current in the world at large, but rather to uncover

by means of at least a few works that the creation of several of them was
determined directly by specific local factors and circumstances,

The catalogue is presented in the form of a collection of documents, The
artists were requested to present their works from the conceptual and
thechnical aspects, The photographs attempt to actualize the nature of
the works. ~
